To:  Competitive Local Exchange Carriers in Minnesota

A Competitive Local Exchange Carrier (CLEC) is allowed to provide telephone service in Minnesota under Minnesota Statutes, section 237.16, Subdivision 8 if it ensures continued provision of local emergency telephone services under Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 403.  

After reviewing the applicable laws and rules, the Department of Administration (Admin) has determined that the laws covering 9-1-1 expense reimbursement could be interpreted either to pay or not to pay CLECs’ recurring 9-1-1 expenses.  In the interest of promoting competition and fairness in the market place, Admin has determined that effective July 1, 2001 a CLEC's recurring 9-1-1 expenses incurred after that date shall be eligible for reimbursement provided the following conditions are met:

1. The 9-1-1 contracts must be amended to include reimbursement of recurring costs.  If a company has not yet completed a 9-1-1 contract, they need to contact our office for the revised contract template, which includes the necessary reimbursement language.

2. The costs must be certified to Admin in accordance with Minnesota Statutes, Section 403.11, and approved by the Public Utilities Commission (PUC) as being appropriate and accurate (in accordance with the company's tariff).

3. The costs must be billed to Admin on an itemized bill that identifies the affected 9‑1‑1 system.

Some of the CLECs are currently paying for circuits and connections between their switch and the 9‑1‑1 service provider selective routers.  Effective July 1, 2001, the interexchange carriers and 9‑1‑1 service providers should bill the 9‑1‑1 program for the connectivity charges from the CLEC Minnesota Point of Presence to the 9-1-1 selective routers.  As with other recurring 9-1-1 expenses, these costs must be certified to Admin in accordance with Minnesota Statutes, Section 403.11, and approved by the PUC as being appropriate and accurate.

In order to budget for these new added expenses, we are asking for your estimate of the recurring 9‑1‑1 expenses for which you will seek reimbursement.  The attached reimbursement worksheet is provided for your convenience in providing this data.  You are requested to complete and submit one reimbursement worksheet for each 9-1-1 system involved and to forward the completed form(s) to the address at the bottom of the worksheet by October 15, 2001.
