12/29 comment from Eschelon
Eschelon strongly objects to this Qwest proposed process. 1. It is not appropriate for Qwest to require a CLEC to gain approval, to video record or take photographs of its own equipment, using any device, when the CLEC pays Qwest to lease the space if/when the CLEC is recording only its own space and/or equipment. 2. Qwest is communicating policy through a process notification process. If CMP notification is the appropriate forum for Qwest to change/communicate policy, then this should be at least a level 4 CR. 3. Qwest should not be allowed to photograph a CLECs space or equipment without gaining the same authorization from the CLEC, as Qwest is requiring the CLEC to gain from Qwest. Qwest should be required to submit a request for authorization using the same form. Qwest has photographed Eschelon's equipment and space and shared the information internally at Qwest with parties who did not have a need to know. This process/policy should be reciprocal. 4. Qwest does not pr!  ovide a time frame from approval submission to authorization. Qwest could intentionally delay the process if the CLEC has an immediate need. 5. This policy/process should not apply when a CLEC discovers or suspects a security or safety concern and should be allowed to record or monitor its equipment and space at its own discretion.
