Notes from the Meeting:

1. Housekeeping -

· There were no revisions or corrections to the previous meeting minutes document.

· Next meeting to discuss Change of Responsibility will be on 1/23 from 1:00 – 3:30.  Revised document will be published one week prior.

· Qwest agreed to process 6 transfers as a trial, prior to implementing the product. 

· Post Meeting Information: Due to the numerous changes with the product, Qwest is proposing that we eliminate “Change of Responsibility” and offer “Change of Ownership” as the product name for the document that both Qwest and the CLECs have been reviewing.

2.   Reviewed the Procedures document for Collocation Change of Responsibility –

· Jane, Qwest, reviewed the document.
· Due to new participants on the call and the unfamiliarity of who was speaking, I may not identify the person that asked a question in the meeting minutes.
· Description section:

· Item 1.5: 
· It was suggested that this item be removed from the Description section of the document. 
· Item 1.6, Joe, 3Rivers, recommended that we add “by the assuming CLEC”. 
· Terms and Conditions section:

· Item 2.3, Sharon, AT&T, asked if we could add clarification as to what was meant by “entrance facilities”.  Steve, Qwest, said that we would add “(from the POI utility hole)”. 
· Item 2.4, it was requested that we add in “(ACNA)” after abbreviated customer name.
· Item 2.6, requested that we modify the language. 
· Item 2.8, requested that we add at the end of the sentence “except for Virtual Collocation equipment”.
· Item 2.9, Sharon, AT&T, asked if it was correct that a CLEC could augment after the transfer if they did not want Splitter Collocation.  The answer is “yes”. 
· Item 2.12, add “augment” in between “all” and “work”. 
· Item 2.13, Joe, 3Rivers, concerned that there are holes in the process.  They were given access to the equipment prior to the transfer being completed.  Steve, Qwest, said that particular example was an exception and that it should occur once the site has been accepted or through the early access process.
· Item 2.14.5, Bob, Worldcom, asked what if a CLEC was connecting to another CLEC would this still be considered a CLEC-to-CLEC arrangement or is there something else that we can provide?  Action Item:  Richard, Qwest, to research. 
· Item 2.14.6 and 2.14.7, add “assuming” before “CLEC”. 
· Item 2.15.2, clarification needed as to what BAN number information is needed and who would be the person responsible for submitting the ASR/LSR.
· Item 2.15.3, need to add link to the Qwest Transfer of Use Form.
· Item 2.15.4, add language that states that Qwest will work with the customer to resolve the problems.  Also include an example of a CLEC-to-CLEC LOA.
· Item 2.15.5, Ann, Time Warner, asked if a bankruptcy situation would be an exception?  Qwest to research.
· Rate Elements section:

· Item 3.2, Revisit costs. 
· Ordering section:

· Item 4.1.1, Jane, Qwest, mentioned that the form would need to be modified.
· Procedures section:

· Item 5.2, need to revise. 
· Item 5.4.4, modified to remove “or assuming”.  The vacating CLEC will be responsible for completing and submitting the spreadsheet.
· Item 5.5, add that the “vacating” CLEC will be responsible for submitting the Application Form.
· Item 5.6, add that the quote will be issued by day 25 to the CLEC, rates will be based on the Interconnect or Contract.
· Item 5.9, question as to who will need to notify when the LSRs have been submitted and completed. 
· Item 5.13, Steve asked the CLECs what time lines they were wanting.  General consensus was between 30 and 45 days.  Qwest committed to coming back with its best faith time line to complete if without working circuits or with working circuits.
