Exception Request Review:

Currently IMA 14.0 is due to sunset on October 19, 2004.  The IMA 16.0 release date is October 18, 2004.   This will cause EDI CLECs to do a flashcut to the new version, if they have not already moved to IMA15.0.  This puts a resource burden on not only the CLEC, but also on Qwest.   It is requested that version 14.0 sunset no earlier then December 12, 2004.
