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Qwest has initiated a Change Request using the Change Management Process (CMP) for Regulatory Change Requests.
 
The Change Request Originator has indicated that the FCC has mandated that Qwest track acknowledgement from Resellers that they are complying with state and federal rules governing TAP related services. The FCC mandate is identified in WC Docket #03-109 in the Matter of Lifeline and Link-Up, released April 29, 2004, section III-Report and Order, sub-section D-Implementation and Recordkeeping, paragraph 40, page 24.”…ETCs must obtain certifications from the non-ETC reseller that it is complying with the Commission’s Lifeline/Link-Up requirements”. In addition, timeframe recommendations are described in paragraph 37, page 23 and describe that implementation is recommended within one year of the order.  See also, § 54.417 Recordkeeping Requirements, page A-6 of this order. A copy of SCR020205-01RG is attached.
 
This CR will be addressed at the February 16, 2005 Monthly CMP Systems Meeting and identified in the meeting distribution packet.
 
Any party objecting to the classification of CR # SCR020205-01RG as Regulatory must submit a statement documenting the reasons why the objecting party does not agree that the CR should be classified as Regulatory no later than 8 business days prior to the February 19, 2004 Systems CMP Meeting.  The deadline for objecting to the classification is 5 p.m. MT, Monday, February 7, 2005.  Objecting parties may submit their reasons for objection through the Qwest CMP Comment Process located on the Qwest CMP web site at http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/comment.html.  If Qwest or any CLEC has objected to the classification of this CR as Regulatory, a vote (see Section 17.0 of the Change Management Process Document) will be conducted at the February 16, 2005 Systems CMP Meeting to determine whether there is unanimous agreement that this SCR020205-01RG is a Regulatory change.  If Qwest or any CLEC does not agree that SCR020205-01RG is Regulatory, it will be treated as a non-Regulatory CR and prioritized, with the CLEC originated and Qwest originated CRs, unless and until the CR is declared to be Regulatory through the Dispute Resolution Process (see Section 15.0 of the Change Management Process Document).  Final determination of the CR type will be made by the CLEC and Qwest POCs at the February 16, 2005 Systems CMP Meeting and documented in the meeting minutes.
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Note: In cases of conflict between the changes implemented through this notification and any CLEC interconnection agreement (whether based on the Qwest SGAT or not), the rates, terms and conditions of such interconnection agreement shall prevail as between Qwest and the CLEC party to such interconnection agreement.
