CMP Change Request SCR112101-1 is titled “SBC is Requesting Qwest to Identify Rated vs. Unrated Usage, when applicable, Regardless of CLEC Status (resale, facility-based, etc.) for Billing Purposes.”  

At a meeting held on February 5, 2002 Qwest and the CLECs engaged in a discussion on the billing of Usage traffic.  While progress was made at the February 5 meeting, CLEC consensus on a resolution for SCR112101-1 was not reached.  The purpose of the proposed follow-up call is to secure agreement within the CLEC community regarding the proposed resolution to SCR112101-1.  Qwest is proposing the follow-up meeting to ensure that all members of the CLEC community have had sufficient opportunity to participate in the discussion and voice any concerns regarding the proposed resolution of the Change Request.

The issue is surrounding Qwest’s providing rated usage for alternately billed calls to the CLECs.  The options being discussed are Qwest providing rated usage based on the billing company vs. based on the originating company via the DUF or sending alternately billed calls based on originating number as unrated records.  Another option would be to keep as is with no changes made.
