Since the Icalled product can be accessed on a per use basis and there was no block, Qwest has instructed Eschelon to dispute all charges until there was a block available to prevent a customer from using this feature. Eschelon requires a full product roll out for this feature, including filing tariffs to charge for the feature. Existing customers need to be notified that this feature exists and they can request a block or they will be charged. System changes, process documentation and training are required.
