Pursuant to Section 16.2 of the Qwest Wholesale Change Management Process Document, http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/whatiscmp.html, the purpose of this notification is to alert the CMP community of a Systems Change Request, SCR030603-01EX that was discussed at a pre-meeting held on Tuesday, March 11, 2003.  During the pre-meeting, agreement was reached as to the meaning of a yes vote and the meaning of a no vote for utilization of the SCRP.  A unanimous vote is required to pass.  In the event that Qwest receives a vote of NO and the SCRP cannot be invoked, a vote will be conducted on Thursday, March 20, 2003, during the Systems CMP Monthly Meeting.  This vote will be to have this CR considered as a Late Adder for the IMA 13.0 Release.  This CR will then no longer be considered as an Exception CR. Please refer to Section’s 5.2.1 and 10.3.4 of the Qwest Wholesale Change Management Process, http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/whatiscmp.html, for late adder procedures.

Change Request Review:

This Change Request seeks to implement SCR030603-01EX utilizing the SCRP Process as outlined in the Wholesale CMP Process Document, Section 10.4 which states: “The SCRP may be requested up to five (5) calendar days after prioritization results are posted.”  In the pre-meeting, Qwest clarified that this Systems Change Request was submitted more than five (5) calendar days after the prioritization results were posted.  Qwest is seeking an exception to this language and wants to invoke the SCRP for this Change Request.

A vote of ‘Yes’ will indicate SCR030603-01 will be implemented using the Late Adder Process and will be implemented with the IMA 13.0 Release, which has been prioritized but is not yet packaged.

A vote of ‘No’ will indicate SCR030603-01 will NOT utilize the Late Adder Process for this Systems CMP CR and that this CR will be included in the IMA 14.0 prioritization. 

· The appropriate voting standard is as follows:

Section 16.4 states that “If the Exception Request is for a Systems change or seeks to alter any part of this CMP (other than a particular instance of a Product/Process timeline change), a unanimous vote will be required.”  Thus, this vote will be held to a unanimous standard because the request seeks a change to the established CMP timelines for a Qwest originated systems timeline change.
