	Pursuant to Section 18.4.6 of the Qwest Wholesale Change Management Process Document, http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/whatiscmp.html, the purpose of this notification is to provide the CLEC community with the results of a meeting of the Change Management Process (CMP) Oversight Committee held on March 4, 2003.  The CMP Oversight Committee met at the request of Qwest to provide assistance in interpreting CMP.  To review the full content of the Qwest request for input submitted to the CMP Oversight Committee, please review Change Management Notification CMPR.02.20.03.F.01426.OversightReview_Sub distributed February 20, 2003 located at URL http://www.uswest.com/wholesale/notices/cnla/.  

During the March 4, 2003 CMP Oversight Committee meeting, the following two Qwest documentation updates were reviewed and discussed to determine whether these two new processes fall under Section 5.4 of the CMP document and, specifically, whether either of these processes require CMP CLEC notification.  The decision of the CMP Oversight Committee is provided following each item.  

1) The introduction of a new Business Procedure for Loop Qualification Information Audit specific to Section 9.2.2.8 of the SGAT.  The Business Procedure provides a description of the tool and a process to request the audit.

Outcome of Review by CMP Oversight Committee:  The Loop Qualification Information Audit Business Procedure DOES fall under the scope of the Change Management Process.  Qwest will issue a Change Request to gain CLEC input on this new manual process. 

2)   The process and forms associated with gathering CLEC Access Line Counts for 2001 and 2002 for E-911 reporting.  These access line counts are part of the formula used to bill the Public Service Answering Points for the 911/E-911 Service Qwest provides.

Outcome of Review by CMP Oversight Committee:  The request for CLEC Access Line Counts DOES NOT fall under the scope of the Change Management Process.  Qwest will distribute the request for this information via a LEXCIS bill insert and also send an informational notification to CLECs via their Service Manager.
