Desired outcome:

· A clear statement outlining the course of action parties will follow if the Exception Request is granted:
The Exception Request will allow the vote for the Late Adder approval to take place at an ad hoc CMP Meeting, and not at the Monthly CMP Meeting as described in Section 10.3.4.  Additionally, in notification # CMPR.04.15.03.F.01460.LateAdderVoteReq  it was stated that “The vote for the exception will be taken first, and if approved, a vote for each these late adders will be conducted in the same meeting to be held on April 22, 2003.”
