Note from Qwest

At the May 21, 2003, Product/Process CMP Meeting, MCI asked Qwest to distribute its thoughts about the language proposed in PC041503-1CM before the Ad Hoc Meeting.
Qwest feels that the language proposed by MCI poses significant risk to the current manner in which Qwest and CLECs have agreed that Qwest implement systems changes. These risks include the possibility of code-affecting changes, made in response to "newly defined" defect CRs, occurring outside of Major Releases and the prospect that such code-affecting changes will drain the pool of hours available to work prioritized Qwest and CLEC CRs.
Qwest feels a more efficient manner to address this issue is to: (1) more specifically identify the needs that MCI is attempting to meet with this language, (2) identify and provide information regarding the underlying issues and (3) jointly determine the appropriate action. This allows the CMP community to better focus on the issue, rather than undertaking an immediate redesign of a major portion of the CMP.
