         The appropriate voting standard:
Section 16.4 states that “If the Exception Request is for a Systems change or seeks to alter any part of this CMP (other than a particular instance of a Product/Process timeline change), a unanimous vote will be required.” 
 
         A clear statement outlining the course of action parties will follow if the Exception Request is granted. “If Exception Request SCR061405-02 is granted, Qwest will implement SCR061405-02 on October 10, 2005.
