Pursuant to Section 18.3.2 of the Qwest Wholesale Change Management Process Document, http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/whatiscmp.html, the purpose of this notification is to provide the CLEC community with the outcome of discussions of an Oversight Issue Meeting held June 18, 2003.  CLECS were notified of this meeting in notification CMPR.06.10.03.F.01502.OversightReviewIssue.  This discussion included the review of a CR PC032803-1 submitted by Tel West, and the 14 examples of CMP compliance issues that Tel West raised in that CR.
