Exception Request Details:

Requestor: Qwest

Description of request with good cause for seeking an exception: 

This exception request seeks to implement SCR121003-01EX Mechanization for SUPP Type 3 Activity, prior to the implementation of the next IMA major release (IMA 17.0), for which it is currently prioritized.  Qwest is seeking the implementation of this request on December 18, 2004.  Implementation prior to the next major release will benefit all parties, Qwest and the CLECs, to achieve flowthrough as quickly as possible for SUPP type 3 LSRs for products that are currently flow-through eligible, thereby reducing the volume of orders that are currently requiring manual handling.

Desired outcome:

Exemption from the notification timeline delineated in Section 8.1.6 and 10.1 of the Qwest Wholesale Change Management Process Document.

“A vote of ‘No’ will indicate a preference that Qwest NOT implement SCR121003-01EX on December 18, 2004, prior to the implementation of the next IMA major release, IMA 17.0, for which it is currently prioritized.”

· The appropriate voting standard:

Section 16.4 states that “If the Exception Request is for a Systems change or seeks to alter any part of this CMP (other than a particular instance of a Product/Process timeline change), a unanimous vote will be required.”  Thus, this vote will be held to a unanimous standard because the request seeks a change to the established CMP timelines for a Qwest originated systems timeline change.
