This announcement is to notify the CLEC and Reseller community of the meetings to be held for CR PC081302-1 titled “Qwest to establish a standard business day minimum DD on Port In to Resale/UNE-P 1+lines” and what we need from CLECs and Resellers by October 15, 2002.  This CR will impact current CLEC and Reseller intervals and processes.  To ensure that the CLEC and Reseller community and Qwest partner in deployment, you are encouraged to send a participant to represent your company. This process change will affect CLECs and Qwest Wholesale Resale/UNE-P Providers.

Based on the September CMP Monthly Meeting, the CLECs and Resellers agreed Qwest should host a series of meetings to address CR PC081302-1.  It was agreed that two introductory meetings would be scheduled a few days apart. This would afford multiple opportunities for all CLECs and Resellers to attend and give input. It was further agreed that three additional 1 1/2-hour meetings would be held.  This would allow the CLECs to compare each other’s intervals, and discuss the issues and concerns around implementation prior to the desired deployment. One final wrap up meeting would be held to review and confirm final decisions. 

Qwest is requesting that you submit by October 15, 2002 your current company intervals for processing Port Out requests.  Please use Attachment B (CLEC Interval Template) to provide this information.  Please provide us with the Firm Order Confirmation (FOC) and Due Date (DD) intervals that your systems currently accommodate when you receive a request from another CLEC or ILEC moving an end user out of your network.  Please send this information to Cindy Macy (cmacy@qwest.com).  Qwest will provide North American Numbering Council (NANC) standards and Industry guidelines by October 15, 2002.  This information will be used to understand the parameters that are in place today throughout the industry.  

This effort will greatly improve the existing processes and allow the New Local Service Provider (NLSP) to provide a firm confirmation to their new end-user customer in a timely manner.  This will reduce the delays associated with installations of Wholesale Resale / UNE-P Port In requests and develop a more uniform standard process.
