The proposed documentation update was to the Dispatch and the Maintenance and Repair Overview PCATs. The proposed updates were associated with a clarification on the tagging of the demarcation point if a technician is dispatched for repair. In the Dispatch PCAT, under the Description section, Qwest was going to remove two statements to make it align with current practices documented in the Maintenance and Repair Overview. In the Maintenance and Repair Overview, under CLEC Roles and Responsibilities section, sub section Tagging of Circuits, Qwest was going to provide clarifying language which describes the Qwest technician process if on a repair call and if tagging of the demarcation is requested.
 
Qwest received multiple CLEC requests to change the disposition of this notification to a higher level. Qwest retracted this notice on September 28, 2006, via notification, while we work with the CLEC Community to resolve this issue.
