Qwest will not leave a facility account working and billing without the related trunks.  Failure on the CLECs part to submit a related LSR will result in a reject.  There shall not be any exception to this rule. For more information please review either the Resale - Integrated Services Digital Network (ISDN) Primary Rate Interface (PRI) or Resale - Digital Switched Service (DSS) PCATs. 
 
The actual change to the Ordering Overview occurs under the Reject Codes and associated reasons for DSS (Error Code 711), the Exception has been removed.
