This notice provides a high level overview of Qwest’s effort to determine the feasibility of providing redline documents as a means to assess proposed changes to documentation. 

Qwest will conduct an internal trial from November 11 – 27, 2002, to assess its ability to efficiently use a redline document as the means to clearly identify HTML coding requirements for updating the online Product Catalogs (PCATs).  CLECs will not see any variation from the current CMP process during this trial.  The trial will only involve Level 1 activity.  Notices for Level 1 changes will continue to include a web change form with “green highlighted” changes during the trial. The trial is only intended to assess the impact on Qwest’s ability to efficiently process updates to the PCAT web sites.  If the outcome of the trial indicates that the impact to Qwest’s resources is within a reasonable level, Qwest will consider moving to the full use of redline document delivery.  

However, delivery of redlined documents will require a change in the Level 1 notification delivery process.  PCAT changes in a redline format cannot be cut and pasted into a Web Change Notice form due to limitations of the Microsoft Word program.  Additionally, Qwest cannot attach a full PCAT with redline changes to each Level 1 Notification because of the resulting size of the e-mail messages.  Should Qwest determine it could provide redline documents, further discussion with CLECs will be necessary to discuss the method of delivery via a web-based process similar to the Document Review site used for Level 2-4 activity. 

Qwest will review this notification during the November 20, 2002 Product/Process Monthly CMP Meeting and recommend that the CMP Community postpone the vote on CR PC100102-1CM described in the November 1, 2002, Vote Notification.  If the CMP Community agrees to postpone the vote, Qwest will continue the trial and, on December 4, 2002, will distribute a Notification describing the results of the trial, offer 3 options for scheduling a meeting to present those results and discuss the course of the vote on this issue.

If, after review of this Notification at the November CMP Product/Process Meeting, the CMP community does not agree to postpone the vote, Qwest will halt the trail and the vote on CR PC100102-1CM will proceed as described in the November 1, 2002, Vote Notification.
