Pursuant to Section 18.4.6 of the Qwest Wholesale Change Management Process Document, http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/whatiscmp.html, the purpose of this notification is to provide the CLEC Community with the outcome of a CMP Oversight Committee Meeting held November 5, 2003.  CLECS were notified of this meeting in notification CMPR.10.27.03.F.01599.OversightReviewIssue.

On November 5, 2003, the CMP Oversight Committee met to review an issue submitted by Eschelon on October 24, 2003.  The issue was that Qwest had not notified CLECs that the level of detail that would be provided on the electronic jeopardy notices effective with the IMA 10.0 release would be different than the level of detail that had been provided in an ad-hoc report provided to specific CLECs.   The recommendation that the Oversight Committee agreed to was to expand the scope of an existing CR PC081403-1, Jeopardy Notification Process Changes.  As part of the CLEC input cycle for this CR, the details as to what additional information was desired on jeopardy notices would be identified and prioritized.
