         Receive any objections to designation of regulatory CR SCR120507-01RG by December 19, 2007. 
         If any objections to regulatory designation the vote will be conducted outside of the monthly CMP meeting
         Timeline to IMA release notifications will be shortened - For App-to-App - 30 day cycle, 7 days for formal comment, 7 days for response to comments and final notification prior to release. Note: GUI notification timeline will remain the same. 
         Shorten the 30 day SATE timeline to 8 days.
         Allow code impacting changes to be included in the IMA 22.1 point release that were previously not disclosed in the IMA 22.0 release.

         Section 16.4 states that “If the Exception Request is for a general change to the established CMP timelines for Product/Process changes, a two-thirds majority vote will be required unless Qwest or a CLEC demonstrates, with substantiating information, that one of the criteria for denial set forth in Section 5.3 is applicable.  If one of the criteria for denial is applicable, the request will not be treated as an exception.

      Qwest will proceed with the exception request.
