During discussion in the July 20, 2011 Monthly CMP Product/Process meeting associated with Qwest CR # PC072010-1ES, Change in process for xDSL Capable Loops, e.g., Non Loaded and ADSL Compatible Loops (aka xDSL services), Qwest relayed that we would be sending out proposed updates to several related documents.  Those documents will be posted to the Customer Notice Letter Archive (CNLA) at http://wholesale.qwestapps.com/cnla 
associated with the notification number listed above.  
 
Qwest is notifying all CLECs of the availability of this information associated with CR # PC072010-1ES and their ability to review these documents prior to a formal CMP comment cycle occurs. Qwest believes that we have in good faith accepted the majority of the CLEC proposed updates in an effort to move this Change Request toward completion.  
 
The following documents will be available for review:
 
Qwest redlined July 21, 2011 Conditioning - xDSL Capable Loops Download  This document is included in the Unbundled Local Loop - General Information PCAT at http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/pcat/unloop.html.  The Qwest proposed updates to this document are in response to an email and proposed changes to the Conditioning - xDSL Capable Loops Download received from Integra on April 28, 2011.  
 
xDSL Conditioning Matrix July 21, 2011 - This matrix was created by Qwest SMEs as they reviewed  the Integra proposed changes.  It summarizes the April 28, 2011 Integra requests for change and provides the Qwest response. 
 
Integra redlined April 28, 2011 Conditioning - xDSL Capable Loops Download -  This document and the attachment are posted as reference to the Qwest proposed Conditioning - xDSL Capable Loops Download updates. 
 
xDSL Tech Pub 77384 Matrix dated July 22, 2011 - This matrix has been used in ad hoc meeting discussions with the CLEC Community in May and June 2011.  Qwest SMEs completed a final review of the CLEC proposed changes and related emails and have provided a final update to the Tech Pub 77384 matrix.  
 
Redline Technical Publication 77384 updates - Qwest SMEs have completed a final review of the Tech Pub 77384 matrix and the CLEC proposed changes and have provided a final update to the impacted chapters of Tech Pub 77384 impacted chapters.   
 
As stated in the July CMP monthly meeting, Qwest believes that we have addressed the CLEC concerns associated with the implementation of the xDSL Services Amendment that have been raised in various forums.  The majority of the recommended changes proposed by the CLECs have been accepted by CenturyLink and included in the revised documentation. 
 
During the monthly meeting discussion, it was requested by CLECs and agreed to by Qwest that CLECs would have through August 15, 2011 to review the Qwest matrices and above documents.
