During discussion in the October 19, 2011 Monthly CMP Product/Process meeting associated with Qwest CR # PC072010-1ES, Change in process for xDSL Capable Loops, e.g., Non Loaded and ADSL Compatible Loops (aka xDSL services), CenturyLink relayed that we would be sending out draft Technical Publication 77384 documentation associated with the above Change Request.  Those documents will be posted to the Customer Notice Letter Archive (CNLA) at http://wholesale.centurylinkapps.com/cnla associated with the notification number listed above.

As agreed to in the October 2011 CMP monthly meeting, CenturyLink will review this Tech Pub matrix and our responses in the January or February 2012 CMP meeting; the actual date will be determined by the CLEC community.   In addition, as stated previously, CenturyLink will provide an additional review period as part of the level 3 notification cycle.
