Description of the Issue and Reason for Calling an Ad Hoc Meeting
Pursuant to Section 3.0 of the Qwest Wholesale Management Process document, http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/index.html, the purpose of this notification is to alert the CLEC community of the date for a follow-up Ad hoc meeting to discuss the remaining Technical Publication 77384 issues associated with xDSL and Qwest CR PC072010-1ES, Change in process for xDSL Capable Loops, e.g., Non Loaded and ADSL Compatible Loops (aka xDSL services).  
 
NOTE:  Qwest originally planned to review the Qwest proposed response to the xDSL Conditioning Download at the May 18 Face to Face CMP meeting.  However, based on the volume and extent of the Integra proposed updates to the current xDSL Conditioning Download, Qwest is continuing to review the impacts to the current operational process that has been in place since January 15, 2011 in Minnesota and in all remaining states since March 21, 2011.  Qwest is not in a position to cover the Qwest proposed response at the May 18 Face to Face CMP meeting.
 
Qwest is scheduling the next Ad hoc meeting for June 2, 2011 to complete discussion of planned updates to Tech Pub 77384.
