On January 7, 2011, Qwest distributed CMPR notification CMPR.OVRS.01.07.11.F.08717.CMP_Oversight_Membership to solicit members for the 2011 Change Management Process (CMP) Oversight Committee.  The CMP Oversight Committee is comprised of one representative from Qwest, one representative from each of up to six CLECs, and one representative from each public utilities commission that wishes to participate.

The completed CMP Oversight Committee Ranking form must be received by 5 p.m. MT on Tuesday, February 15, 2011 in order to be included in the tabulation. All names on the Ranking Form should be ranked on the tabulation form. Only one Ranking Form per company will be used in tabulating the results.
