	Qwest has four new Exhibits to the Infrastructure Sharing Master Agreement.


 
Exhibit 5 is for Internetwork Calling Name Delivery Service (ICNAM) and reduces the rate for queries to the Qwest database to $.004, for customers who directly connect to Qwest for their signaling services and store their ICNAM data with Qwest. In addition, Qwest continues to have no recurring or non-recurring storage fees. You only pay for your queries. Qwest will also route you to any or all of the other ICNAM databases we have agreements with - at the favorable Qwest contract rate plus a modest transport fee. Qwest also does not have any rules about only being able to change providers at a certain time of year, etc.
 
Exhibit 6 is for Common Channel Access Capability (CCSAC) links and ports. It removes the previous charges for Transient Signaling for ISUP from previous versions of the contract. This means that Qwest does not have any recurring charges for off-net ISUP routes. The exhibit also has very competitive rates for your links to the Qwest STPs. 
 
Exhibit 8 is for 8XX database queries. Qwest has very competitively priced query charges. In addition, beginning in April we will have all of the 8XX records in the U.S. in our database so if you have switches outside of Qwest’s 14 states you could come to us for all your 8XX query needs.
 
Exhibit 9 is for Line Information Database (LIDB). Qwest does not have any recurring or non-recurring storage fees. Qwest also does not have any rules about only being able to change providers at a certain time of year, etc.
 
Additionally, Qwest is implementing the Facility Signaling Points(s) of Interconnection (FSPOIs) at locations where we are decommissioning STPs (see Network Disclosure 501 for details - http://www.qwest.com/disclosures/netdisclosure501.html). This means that you will be able to maintain your links to Qwest as you have in the past, even where we are removing an STP pair. Qwest will extend your links to a MultiLATA STP pair at no additional charge. If you are a new customer you will be able to connect to the Qwest signaling network in your LATA and, if this LATA does not have Qwest STPs, have your links extended to a MultiLATA STP pair at no additional charge.
