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The purpose of this letter is to provide additional information regarding the wire centers in the Qwest region that meet the FCC’s non-impairment thresholds for Dedicated DS1, DS3 and Dark Fiber Transport routes and DS1 and DS3 loops as set forth in the FCC’s new Rule 51.319 and the Triennial Review Remand Order, FCC 04-290 (“TRRO”) released February 4, 2005.  
 
On February 18, 2005, Qwest provided the FCC with a list of its wire centers where CLECs are not impaired without access to unbundled Dedicated DS1, DS3 and Dark Fiber Transport and unbundled DS1 and DS3 loops under the FCC’s new unbundling criteria.  The list of Qwest wire centers and the associated FCC Tier classification are posted to Qwest’s website at:  
 
Qwest has received requests for additional data regarding the number of ARMIS 43-08 business lines, business UNE-P lines and UNE-loops as well as the number of unaffiliated fiber-based collocators in the Tier 1 and Tier 2 wire centers.  Qwest also understands that CLECs may want to review this additional data because CLECs will have an obligation, pursuant to the FCC’s new unbundling criteria, to conduct a “reasonably diligent inquiry” before self-certifying that any request for high-capacity unbundled loops or dedicated transport does not include facilities for which there is no impairment.  
 
Qwest will make the underlying confidential data available to CLEC counsel and state public service commission staff or counsel, beginning Tuesday, April 5, 2005 through Friday, April 29, 2005 at its headquarters at 1801 California Street, Denver, Colorado, at its Washington D.C. offices at 607 14th Street NW, Washington, D.C., and at its headquarters location in each of its 14 in-region states.  The data will be made available subject to the terms and conditions of the Protective Order issued by the FCC in the TRRO proceeding (DA 04-3152, released September 29, 2004) and will include the following information for each of the Qwest wire centers qualifying for unbundling relief in light of the TRRO:
•           The underlying ARMIS 43-08 business line information, 
•           UNE-P lines 
•           UNE-Loop data 
                      Fiber-based collocation information
 
Because of the highly sensitive nature of this data, Qwest has designated the data as “COPYING PROHIBITED” pursuant to paragraph 7 of the Protective Order.  The data will be available only for in person review at the locations noted above by CLEC counsel and state commission staff, who have executed the Acknowledgment of Confidentiality appended to the Protective Order.    For those CLEC counsel or state commission staff or counsel that have not executed an Acknowledgment to date, before obtaining review of this information, they must first execute an Acknowledgment pursuant to the Protective Order, by signing and submitting it  to the FCC, and serving counsel for Qwest with a copy.  In the event your counsel does not have a copy of the Protective Order, you (or your counsel) may obtain a copy from Qwest by sending your request to Ross Dino at Ross.Dino@qwest.com.
