This document provides information related to Washington Alternate Form of Regulation (AFOR).  The Commission Order No. 8, paragraphs 42, states: The QPAP terms must apply to all wholesale services provided by Qwest as a substitute for unbundled network elements during the term of the AFOR, unless the affected parties agree otherwise.   
Description

Alternate Form of Regulation (AFOR) extends the terms and conditions of the Washington Qwest Performance Assurance Plan (PAP) (Link blue text to: http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/resources/qpap.html) to Digital Signal Level 1 (DS1) and Digital Signal Level 3 (DS3) special access/private line services in Washington serving wire centers that may be ordered as substitutes for DS1 or DS3 Unbundled Network Element (UNE) loops, Unbundled Dedicated Interoffice Transport (UDIT) and UNE Enhanced Extended Loop (EEL), as defined by your ICA and described in the individual Triennial Review Remand Order (TRRO) PCATs and Business Procedures. Terms and Conditions 
A Commercial Agreement for the PAP must be signed in addition to the standard product acknowledgment forms. The Washington PAP Commercial Agreement is found in Commercial Agreements web page under Qwest WA PID-PAP DS1-DS3 UNE Substitute Agreement. Ordering 
Before eligible Substitute Services are included in PAP results for a CLEC, the CLEC must identify any of CLEC’s embedded base of Qwest DS1or DS3 private line or special access circuits that satisfy the conditions for Substitute Services in Section 4.2 of the Agreement (“Eligible Substitute Service List”) as of the date your contract is signed. After you have completed the Eligible Substitute List Spreadsheet (Link blue text to: DNLD_Eligible_Substitute_List_Mar2008.xls) and returned it to your Qwest Service Manager (Link blue text to: http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/clecs/escalations.html), Qwest will verify the circuits for eligibility and return the list to you with the appropriate Billing Account Number (BAN) within 30-days.
