	Qwest Corporation Accipiter Exchange Area Territory Transferred 


 
Summary of Change:
On December 17, 2008, the Arizona Corporation Commission (ACC or Commission) released an Opinion and Order (Order) allowing the transfer of specific service areas between Accipiter Communications Inc, dba Zona Communications (Accipiter) and Qwest Corporation (Qwest).  The Order allows the deletion of a portion of Qwest?s service area (Accipiter extension area) and extending the Accipiter Certificate of Convenience and Necessity (CC&N) to include the Accipiter extension area.  In addition, the Order allows the deletion of a portion of Accipiter?s CC&N service area (Qwest extension area) and the addition of the area to Qwest?s service area.  The Order allows both Qwest and Accipiter to charge, in their extension areas, the rates and charges included in the existing tariffs on file with the Commission.
 
The specific service areas being transferred between Qwest and Accipiter are as follows:
 
Accipiter Extension Area (Qwest area being transferred to Accipiter) is comprised of 11 1/2 Sections in Maricopa County with the following legal description: Township 6 north, Range 2 West, Gila and Salt River Base and Meridian, Sections 4-9, and 17-18; and Township 7 North, Range 2 West, Gila and Salt River Base and Meridian, Sections 31-33 and western ½ of Section 34.  There are no existing telephone service customers in the Accipiter extension area.
 
Qwest Extension Area (Accipiter area being transferred to Qwest) is comprised of 2 ¾ Sections in Maricopa County with the following legal description: Township 3 North, range 2 West, Gila and Salt River Base and meridian, Sections 29 and 32, the Western ½ of Section 28, and the southeastern ¼ of Section 31.   There is only one telephone subscriber in the Qwest extension area.  Qwest has been providing service to that customer, paying Qwest rates, since before the area was included in the Accipiter CC&N.
 
On February 13, 2009, Qwest will be filing the compliance tariffs as directed in the Arizona Commission Order.  The Study Area Waiver is pending approval of the FCC.
