Notes from the Meeting:

1. Housekeeping -

· There were no revisions or corrections to the previous meeting minutes document.

· Jerry, Qwest, asked if the minutes from the December meeting were distributed to the group.  Jane said that she sent them out for feedback on 12/19 and the first week in January were distributed to the entire CLEC community.

· Feedback on the draft Product Description is due to Jane by 1/30.

· Product name changed, new name: Transfer of Responsibility.

· Next meeting to discuss Transfer of Responsibility will be on 2/6 from 1:00 – 3:30.   

2.   Steve from Qwest reviewed what CLECs want for Transfer of Responsibility - 

· Keep the existing CLLI code for the new CLEC
· Keep the cost to a minimum, reduce existing charge of $3455 if possible
· Fewest number of forms possible
· Simplify the process and clarify CLEC order submission requirements
· Project manage the transfer of working circuits
· Parallel process the network collo processing involving CLLI transfer, Tirks build, DWP, re-stenciling along with the ASR/LSR provisioning records order changes
· Accomplish the transfer in 35-50 days including working circuits
· Define the process so it is understandable to the CLECs
· Partner on the product description in face to face meetings so the final product offering meets industry needs
3.   Richard from Qwest reviewed the network process -

· Sharon, AT&T, said that she appreciated Richard reviewing so that the CLECs understand what all is involved with a transfer.
4. Steve reviewed the timelines –

· Timelines:
· Application acceptance is day 0
· Feasibility and quote is day 10
· CLEC acceptance defined as receipt of quote payment is dependent on how quickly the CLEC pays
· Internal cross departmental call is approximately 48 hours after quote acceptance
· Network complete, scheduled RFS if no working circuits is 35 days from acceptance
· If there are working circuits then the scheduled RFS is 50 days from quote acceptance.  Exception: ICB timeline for greater than 1000 circuits
· Peggy from Qwest mentioned that it is important that the CLECs provide a complete list of all working circuits and submit along with the Transfer of Responsibility Application form.  Once payment has been received her department will pull together an internal group to review the request.  She also mentioned that the CLEC will be required to submit LSR orders and ASR orders for all LIS trunks.  Private line circuits will be transferred based on the information provided on the spreadsheet.  Currently there are 2 tabs on the spreadsheet (LSR and ASR), re-evaluating to determine if 3 are needed (LSR, ASR, LIS Trunks).
· Sharon from AT&T asked about services that may not be needed.  Peggy said that assuming CLECs will be required to take the service “as is” and then will have the option to augment once the transfer is complete.  In addition all pending orders would need to be completed prior to the submission of the Transfer of Responsibility request.
· Sharon asked about moratorium on new or change orders.  Steve said that this is still an unresolved issue, but feels that it needs to be as short as possible.
Action item: Richard to determine that the moratorium is for Network and the Service Delivery department will find out what the moratorium is if there is working circuits.

5. Jane reviewed the required forms –

· Application form – unique form for Transfer of Responsibility

· Peggy mentioned that it is important that you list what kind of transfer it is.

· Sharon asked if in the beginning portion of the form if the title could be in bold.

· Jane said that the draft form will be sent out with the meeting minutes.

· Spreadsheet listing circuits detail for ASR & LSR type of circuits

· Due at the time that the application form is submitted.

· Only applicable if there are working circuits.

· Qwest Transfer of Authorization Agreement

· This is an LOA between the vacating CLEC and the assuming CLEC.

· Due at the time that the application form is submitted.

· Email notification from the vacating CLEC that the end users and service customers have been notified.

· Due at the time the application form is submitted.

· Only applicable if there are working circuits.

· CLEC-to-CLEC LOA from the vacating CLEC and the partnering CLEC.

· Due at the time the application form is submitted.

· Only applicable if there is a CLEC-to-CLEC arrangement.

· Interconnection Agreement

· Required prior to submitting the application.

· The ICA must also include all service elements that they are acquiring.

· Amendment

· Unique Amendment for this product and will need to be signed prior to either the launch of the product or submission of a request.

· Qwest Services Transfer Agreement

· Signed by the vacating CLEC, assuming CLEC, and Qwest.

· Signed after the transfer is complete.

6. Jane reviewed the charges –

· Existing Assessment Fee and Network Systems Administration Fee is $3455.65.
· The revised charge is still to be determined, but the total hours has been reduced by 11.5.
· Charges for resale orders will be based on either your interconnection agreement or the SGAT.
· UBL and ASR type circuits, the charge is under development.
7. Jane asked if anyone had questions regarding the Product Description –

· John, Integra Telecommunications, said that he went to the space denial and space exhaust website and wanted to know if the information was correct.  Kay, Qwest, mentioned that quarterly the queue is cleaned up if customers are no longer interested in space.  Steve also mentioned that by mid Feb. Qwest will launch a collo classified web site where both Qwest and CLECs can post available space.
· Sue Lamb, Avista, said that there are outstanding issues pertaining to the moratorium relate to items 2.10, 2.11, and 2.12 from the Product Description.
