For the Complementary order request, the user will be provided the ability to transfer an active toll free number if all validations are met; which will include validating the Carrier Resp Org ID belongs to the RMC customer id via a new customer association table and the Resp Org ID in the NSMS is a match to the ordering request. 
 
The existing functionality/validations for LGT01/New 8XX Bulk Add orders should remain intact.  The changes as part of this release shall not change any existing rules for new/LGT toll free ordering requests.
