Summary of Change:
On September 7, 2005, Qwest is sending this courtesy notice advising of a change to the “call-before-you-dig” telephone number effective on October 7, 2005.
 
On March 10, 2005, the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) designated 811 as a nation-wide number that will be used to request line locates prior to excavation and ordered it to be operational on or before April 13, 2007.  This nationwide abbreviated dialing code will be the universal number to call prior to digging, replacing the numerous telephone numbers currently used.  
Anyone planning to excavate will be required to call 811 before conducting any excavation activities.  All service providers must use 811 as the national abbreviated dialing code and discontinue use of other dialing arrangements for access to One Call Centers.  One Call Centers must provide their toll-free numbers to carriers, ensuring that callers who dial 811 do not incur toll charges.
Qwest will be implementing this change on October 7, 2005.  No documentation changes are associated with this notice.
