Notes from the Meeting:

1. Housekeeping -

· Efforts continued on the drafts for cancellation and decommission procedures.  

· Drafts will be reviewed again on Oct. 17th  
· Revised released date will be forthcoming based on the 10/17 follow up meeting.  
2.   Steve, Qwest, reviewed the meeting minutes and agenda for the 10/10 meeting. 

3.   Reviewed the Procedures document for Collocation Cancellation –

· Jane, Qwest, reviewed the document.
· Based on the review of the document the following changes will be made:
· Eliminate 2.4 and 2.6 – redundant to 2.5.
· Recommended that 2.8 be reworded similar to 2.7.
· Remove 2.8.1 and 2.8.2 – not applicable for a cancellation.
· In 3.1 remove “vacating”.
· In  4.1.3 remove references to PID since not applicable for a cancellation.
· Remove 5.2, 5.3, and 5.3.1 not applicable for a cancellation.
· In 5.4 add instructions as to where CLECs need to indicate on the order form that CLEC-owned materials utilized in building the Collocation site should be returned. 
· Remove 5.6 – not applicable for a cancellation.
· CLECs and Qwest were in agreement that the Cancellation Procedures document is approved once the above mentioned changes were made to the document.

4.   Reviewed the Process for Calculating the Re-Quote for a Cancelled Order -

· Richard, Qwest, reviewed the attachment that Jane distributed prior to the meeting that reflects the % breakdown of tasks completed by Labor and Material for the major milestones of a collocation job.
· Questions regarding the day listed for “Install Complete” on a Generic job and a Classic 45-day job.  Jane, Qwest, will provide feedback to everyone once the person that was responsible for creating the calculation methodology returns from vacation.
5.   Review the Procedures Document for Collocation Decommission – 

· Mike, Covad, asked what constitutes acceptance of an application?  Peggy, Qwest, said that Qwest reviews the application to ensure that all the information is correct.

· Bob, WorldCom, requested that additional clarification be added regarding back billing.  What would be the effective date?  

· Everyone agreed that the effective date to cease billing would be the date that the application is submitted after the application has been validated.

· Requested that 2.4 be modified so that the financial obligations are not past due beyond 30 days with the exception of formally disputed amounts.  The non- recurring charges should have been paid.

· Requested to move 2.6 to 2.5.

· Requested to add a time frame (ex: 90 days, 1 year) as to how long the CLECs would be eligible for reimbursement.  After taking a vote, it was decided that Qwest would need to take back to management and review the time perimeters.

· Rene, Eschelon, requested that the minutes indicate his request for power terminations to be considered for reimbursement.

· Requested that 4.1.3 be reworded.

· Requested that 5.3 be reworded.

· Requested that the Key Deliverables/Timelines section be deleted since the information is redundant. 

6.   Review the Decommission Reimbursable Element Calculation attachment – 

· Joe Borrini, Qwest, reviewed a sample quote for potential reimbursable elements.
7.   Review of the Cancellation and Decommission Amendments –

· Jane, Qwest, mentioned that the Amendment attachments were examples of what they will be receiving once the redesign of the procedures is completed.
