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Qwest Communications Corporation (QCC) CO Meet Point pricing will be available in Q.pricer as of December 16, 2005.  As a result, you will no longer need to request CO Meet Point pricing via your Qwest wholesale sales representative.  The Q.pricer system change to support CO Meet Point will be implemented in the “Qwest Provided” quote tool under the QCC – Local Access menu.  
The Q.pricer user guide will also be updated to reflect this improvement. See below for additional details on the change and CO Meet Point.  
 
Overview of System Change:
Upon selection of the requested QCC product in step 1 of the Q.pricer process, a new step “Loop Type” will be introduced with two options: either “Qwest Provided” or “CO Meet Point”.  When “Qwest Provided” is selected, Q.pricer will function as it does today requiring NPANXX, Address, Bandwidth and Term in order to calculate a rate.  However, when “CO Meet Point” is selected, Q.pricer will require a CO Meet Point CLLI, Bandwidth and Term in order to calculate a rate.
 
CO Meet Point Defined:
A CO Meet Point is when the customer requests that QCC order a local loop to connect to their existing bandwidth (Self Healing Network Service - SHNS, AccuRing, Smart Rings, etc.) at a LEC CO.  The customer already has dedicated facilities between the LEC CO and their premises and will be providing QCC secondary Carrier Facility Assignment (CFA).
