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Summary of Change:
Effective June 26, 2010, to ensure a continuing supply of telephone numbers, the Nebraska Public Service Commission (NPSC) has approved the addition of a new 531 area code to the geographic region currently served by 402 - this is called an Area Code Overlay.
 
An overlay is the addition of another area code (531) to the same geographic region as an existing area code (402).  An overlay does not require customers to change their existing area code or their 7-digit telephone number.
 
On June 26, 2010, you should begin using the new 10-digit dialing (area coded + 7-digit telephone number) procedure whenever you place a call from the 402 area code.
Note:   If you forget and use the old dialing procedure of dialing just 7-digits, your call will still be completed during this grace period.
Beginning February 26, 2011, the grace period will end and you must use the new 10-digit dialing procedure for all local calls.  On this date, if you do not use the new dialing procedure, your call will not be completed and a recording will provide instructions on how to redial your call.
Beginning March 26, 2011, new telephone lines or services may be assigned numbers with the 531 area code if no further 402 numbering resources are available in your service area.
