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As part of Qwest’s continued dedication to offering superior customer service, please be advised of the following: due to the upcoming Grand Prix being held in Phoenix, AZ later this year, the city has issued a moratorium on activities disrupting street integrity during the timeframe leading up to and during the race.  No work will be allowed within the Grand Prix Track area from August 1, 2007 until after the race, December 2, 2007.  All projects for buried utilities must be completed before August 1, 2007.  Restrictions apply to the cutting of streets including: boring and pot holing, new construction of conduit, direct bury and/or placement of man/hand holes.
 
The moratorium excludes lane closures, which will continue to be allowed so manholes can be opened for the placement of fiber in existing conduit, or the splicing of new or existing fiber.  However, please call the city at (602) 262-4970 or (602) 262-4971 with all permit questions to verify that the work in question can be completed.  All questions regarding the race itself should be directed to (602) 534-9564.
