 Summary of Change:
On March 10, 2008, Qwest is providing this time critical notification related to the Level 3 Notices NETW.02.11.08.F.05206.Tech_Pub_77361_IssD which announced on February 11, 2008 and NETW.02.27.08.F.05247.Final_TechPub_77361 which announced February 27, 2008.  In reviewing this level 3 update, Qwest realized the normal implementation schedule for a level 3 notice was inadvertently shortened by 1 day on both the initial and final notice.  Due to the nature of the content changes and the fact that no customer comments were received, Qwest is planning to continue with the proposed implementation date of March 12, 2008.  However, if any customer has any concern with this plan, please contact Qwest at cmpcomm@qwest.com and we will determine the appropriate course of action.   
 
The update was made in an effort to keep our supply chain running efficiently by directing suppliers to Telcordia; as needed, Qwest will be making a modification/change to the process.  In section 7.1 - Marking Hardwired Products, Qwest will add language that will require CLEI™ codes that are marked on hard-wired products be visible when viewed from an in-service or installed position. Throughout the technical publication, Qwest will provide the Telcordia Technical Reference Document names and contact information.  Also additional clarifications and changes were made.
