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Currently, the Wire Center Raw Loop Data (RLD), which is available to the Wholesale community, is updated as follows:
 
This schedule can be described as a monthly update cycle as the schedule is built to ensure that each wire center is updated at least once during the month.  The data for most wire centers is processed on weekdays; the data for a few wire centers is processed weekly on weekend days. The schedule is load-balanced to account for the differing sizes of the wire centers so specific days can contain more or less than 60 wire centers.
 
The wire centers are updated in roughly the same sequence each month.  Variations in the sequence are driven by the first workday of each month.  For example, in February 2008, the first workday of the month was Friday, February 1, so the first wire centers to be pulled were those scheduled for the “first Friday.”  In April, the first workday of the month was Tuesday, April 1, so the first wire centers to be pulled were those scheduled for the “first Tuesday.”  Wire centers are analyzed as part of the RLD batch upload to ensure that no wire center fails to refresh at least once in 45 days.  
 
Commencing April 29, 2008, Qwest will be conducting a four day technical trial to assess the capability of providing updates on a biweekly basis (twice a month).  This technical trial will be performed in Qwest’s production environment and the refreshed data will be available to our Wholesale community via the Wire Center RLD tool. The Field “FILE_CREATION_DATE” in the data file will, as usual, display the date the file was created.  Qwest invites our Wholesale CLEC community to use the more frequently refreshed data.
 
 Qwest will be performing this trial April 29, 2008 through May 2, 2008 and will then assess the results.
 
There will be no service impact to Qwest customers.
