This notification is being issued based on discussions that took place at the Qwest/CLEC Monthly CMP Product/Process meeting on March 19,2003.  The discussion was associated with CR # PC122302-1 which involves implementing a process to remove Digitally Added Main Lines (DAMLs), also known as Universal Digital Carrier (UDCs), in Qwest’s Network that are currently only serving one voice line.  In that meeting, Qwest stated a report that identifies UDCs eligible for removal would be available via the ICONN web site by April 15, 2003.  Qwest will post this report to the ICONN website under the title, Universal Digital Carrier, with the information described below, and will update this report monthly.  

UDC's eligible to be removed will meet the following criteria:

· The UDC must be located at the CLEC’s End User Premise and must be in-service at that address only. 

· The UDC must be a 2 line UDC, and the UDC must have only one working line on it.

The UDC Data Report, with the attendant data on eligible UDC's, will be posted on the ICONN database at: http://www.qwest.com/iconn .  When you go to ICONN and select Universal Digital Carrier, you will then be directed to another web page which will allow you to input your contact information.  Then, a report will be pulled up which has column headings for Wire Center and Telephone Number.
