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Qwest recently posted proposed updates to Technical Publication 77385 Issue I, Power Equipment and Engineering Standards.  CLECs were invited to provide comments to these proposed changes during a Document Review period from March 31, 2009 through April 14, 2009.
 
Because of the complexity of CLEC comments and a request to change the disposition of the notification, Qwest is unable to meet the required fifteen (15) day timeline for comment response.  Qwest will provide a response to comments a minimum 15 days prior to the implementation of the proposed updates.  Several Ad Hoc meetings have been scheduled to address CLEC questions.  The response to comments and implementation date will be provided through a subsequent final notification.
