QWEST NOTE: THE FOLLOWING UPDATE WILL BECOME EFFECTIVE ON JULY 11, 2005.  Additional information is being provided associated with the temporary List of Qualified TNs.  Qwest is removing the link to the temporary List of Qualified TNs for Qwest DSL Premier in the Service Address File application and updating the wording in the Service Address File Guide PCAT to reflect that this information will now be included and available in the existing Service Address File. 
 
Also, updates to the Service Address File User Guide, Field Number 18  will contain updated values.  Updates are also included for Field Number 25 associated with the backhaul process and what the values will be depending on whether it is restricted or not.  
 
THE FOLLOWING UPDATE WILL NOT BECOME EFFECTIVE UNTIL OCTOBER 2005 in lieu of the original effective date of  7-11-05 as identified in the initial notice NETW.06.02.05.F.02974.Service_Address_File.  In the Service Address File User Guide, in Field Number 18 and Field Number 25, the value of 256 will not change to 384.   THE SPECIFIC OCTOBER EFFECTIVE DATE OF THE 256 TO 384 KBPS SPEED UPDATE WILL BE SHARED VIA A REVISED FINAL NOTICE.
