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In May, 2005, Qwest issued an update to Technical Publication 77342 (http://www.qwest.com/techpub/77342/77342.pdf). In paragraph 2.6.3 the following language was added – “Companies requesting CLASS services must provide Qwest with a unique, specific CLASS alias for each Qwest LATA/Multi-LATA service area(s) to facilitate a symmetrical routing path as indicated in Section 2.6.” 
 
This means that CLASS SS7 providers that connect to Qwest Local STP's need to provide the specific CLASS aliases no later than Dec 31, 2005. Failure to do so will result in reciprocal CLASS functionality ceasing as of December 31, 2005. In addition, beginning August 1, 2005, an individual CLASS alias need to be provided for each Qwest Local STP pair interconnection point when requesting any network change to any existing CLASS services, or the addition of new services where CLASS has previously been deployed. 
 
For MultiLATA cutovers (see Network Disclosure 501- http://www.qwest.com/disclosures/netdisclosure501.html) the separate CLASS alias must be provided to coincide with the Final Rehome Date. Failure to provide will cause the reciprocal services to cease on the Final Rehome Date. For previously deployed Multi-LATA areas, the separate CLASS aliases must be provided by Dec 31, 2005. Failure to do so will result in reciprocal CLASS functionality in those areas to cease as of December 31, 2005. In addition, no future changes to or additions of, any CLASS related signaling will be allowed in those areas until the separate alias has been provided.
