Note: This re-notification is being issued with a change to the attached form which was introduced via notification NETW.07.11.05.F.03080.Local_Tandem_LERG_Audit on July 11, 2005.  Based on feedback from various customers, the attached form letter was revised.  The change to the attachment can be found in the 3rd paragraph.   
 
Qwest exchanges traffic with our wholesale customers via the establishment of trunk groups between the wholesale customer switches and Qwest switches.  Qwest periodically audits the tandem switches to assure that the switch routes traffic according to the Local Exchange Routing Guide (LERG).  During these audits, Qwest may find that traffic is misrouted to a particular trunk group.  In this situation, Qwest will request an IXC, CLEC, ILEC, or WSP customer to move certain traffic from the incorrect trunk group to the correct trunk group to comply with the LERG.  Your Qwest Service Manager will request these changes using the attached sample form letter.
