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At the August CMP Systems meeting, there was discussion about SCR 062905-01, CEMR Check Boxes for Authorizing Additional Testing and Dispatch.  During the meeting, the CLECs requested that information be provided regarding industry guideline abbreviations for reporting trouble.   
 
To get industry standard abbreviations to support fault management documentation, you will need to order/obtain the OAM&P - Extension to Generic Network Information Model for Interface Between Operations Systems Across Jurisdictional Boundaries to Support Fault Management, Document number T1.227-2000 through Alliance for Telecommunications Industries Solutions (ATIS).
