Qwest recently posted proposed updates to Service Address File Guide.  CLECs were invited to provide comments to these proposed changes during a Document Review period from June 3, 2005 through June 17, 2005.
 
No CLEC comments were received during the comment cycle.
 
As noticed in NETW.07.07.05.F.03095.REV_FNL_Serv_Addr_File, a portion of the initially proposed updated went into effect on July 18, 2005.   THE FOLLOWING REMAINING UPDATE WILL BECOME EFFECTIVE MARCH 1, 2006, IN LIEU OF THE ORIGINAL PROPOSED EFFECTIVE DATE OF JULY 11, 2005 OR THE OCTOBER 2005 DATE.  In the Service Address File User Guide, in Field Number 18 and Field Number 25, the data rate value of 256 Kbps will change to 384 Kbps.
