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NOTE:  This revision is being issued with a change to the dates to the Market Trial for Qwest DSL and Line Splitting – Arizona which was introduced via notification NETW.09.30.05.F.03341.MarketTrial_DSL_Arizona on September 30, 2005.   
 
The effective dates for the marketing trial in Arizona for an expedited due date for Qwest DSL and Line Splitting have been moved to December 5, 2005 through March 5, 2006.
 
Effective December 5, 2005 through March 5, 2006, Qwest will host a marketing trial in the state of Arizona providing an expedited due date for Qwest DSL and Line Splitting.  An expedited next day due date for Qwest DSL and Line Splitting may be requested for a one-time charge.  See tariff for applicable rate.
 
The IMA request must be submitted by 2:00 PM Arizona time to be eligible for an expedited next day due date.  If received after 2:00 PM Arizona time, an additional business day will be added to the due date. Saturdays and Sundays are not included.  Requesting a Qwest DSL or Line Splitting expedite can be the only activity on the LSR and may only be requested on an existing TN with qualified facilities (no line moves or UDC removal).  The expedited due date may only be requested on an ACT=C.
 
Resale with Qwest DSL
Qwest DSL expedite may be requested on Standalone Qwest DSL with activity of new (ACT=N or C).  To request an expedited next day due date for Qwest DSL, the EXP field on the LSR must be populated with a “Y”.  The USOC EODT2 must be included in the Feature field of the Service Details Section of the LSR.  A remark requesting Expedited Due Date must be added to the Remarks section of the LSR form and the standard due date interval populated in the DDD field.
 
EXPEDITED DUE DATES WITH A RESALE QWEST DSL PROMOTION - When requesting expedited due date and any current Resale Qwest DSL promotion, EXP must be populated with a "Y" and Manual Indicator =N.  Add remark in Remark section requesting expedited due date (including USOC EODT2) and the specific promotion you wish to take advantage of.
 
Line Splitting
CLECs (excluding Resellers) wishing to participate in the expedited next day due date offering must first sign an amendment in order to participate.  CLECs who do not sign an expedite amendment for Line Splitting will not be allowed an expedited due date.  The amendment will be available on the Wholesale website prior to the start of the trial. 
 
To request an expedited next day due date for Line Splitting, the EXP field on the LSR must be populated with a “Y”.  The remark “EODT2-Expedited Due Date” must be added to the Remarks section of the LSR form and the standard due date interval populated in the DDD field.
 
UNE-P with Qwest DSL and Qwest Platform Plus (QPP) with Qwest DSL
CLECs (excluding Resellers) wishing to participate in the expedited next day due date offering must first sign an amendment in order to participate.  CLECs who do not sign an expedite amendment for UNE-P with Qwest DSL and QPP with Qwest DSL will not be allowed an expedited due date.  The amendment will be available on the Commercial Agreements website prior to the start of the trial. 
 
To request an expedited next day due date for Qwest DSL, the EXP field on the LSR must be populated with a “Y”.  The USOC EODT2 must be included in the Feature field of the Service Details Section of the LSR.  A remark requesting Expedited Due Date must be added to the Remarks section of the LSR form and the standard due date interval populated in the DDD field.
