Summary of Change:
 
NOTE:  This is a revision to advise that changes have been made to the Technical Trial previously provided in NETW.11.16.05.F.03482.REV_TechTrialRes911Extend noticed on November 16, 2005.  Additional cities are being added to the Technical Trial.   
On December 1, 2005, Qwest will be extending the Technical Trial – Residential 9-1-1 Address Validation.  On a very limited basis, in Salem OR, Eugene OR, Pueblo CO, Sioux Falls SD, in addition to the previously announced locations of Tucson AZ, Rochester MN and Spokane WA, a technical trial is being conducted to verify whether the Qwest network design can accommodate the potential volume of incoming calls.  
  
The trial is targeted for Qwest residential subscribers in the above communities.  Reseller end users will also have the ability to participate in this trial.  All Business classes of service, including Qwest Retail, Resale, UNE-P and QPP, will be excluded from this trial.  This is a technical trial only and does not include any changes for submitting 911 updates.   The start date of the trial is December 1, 2005 and the completion date is March 1, 2006.
