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Summary of Change:
On July 20, 2009, Qwest is identifying planned changes associated with the Qwest implementation of the LERG® (Local Exchange Routing Guide) effective date.  Qwest has an internal practice for tandem Switch Homing Arrangement (SHA) changes that is no longer practical nor in compliance with industry guidelines.  That practice allowed a grace period of 10 business days to accept traffic at the old tandem and continue termination to the final destination. 
 
Effective August 26, 2009, Qwest will no longer provide a grace period and will make appropriate changes to our switching fabric on the LERG® (Local Exchange Routing Guide) effective date.
 
The impact to traffic is dependent on the extent of the service provider change in the LERG.  Adherence to the LERG and industry guidelines is a necessity within the national network to ensure proper call processing and minimize call failures (e.g., sending a code to a tandem other than the tandem reflected in the LERG could result in call failure).
 
Service providers have the responsibility via their AOCN (Administrative Operating Company Number) to administer the LERG through the BIRRDS® (Business Integrated Rating and Routing System) system to minimize impact to themselves and all other service providers.
 
If a service provider feels that their SHA change may have a chance for failure or have negative impact to the overall network, that service provider may modify the LERG to revise the change up to the day prior to the LERG date.  
 
Note this change was originally announced via Network notice NETW.ANNC.06.22.09.F.06551.SHA_Grace_Period_Disclsr and subsequently delayed via Notice NETW.ANNC.07.10.09.F.06636.SHA_GracePeriod_ElimDELAY due to CLEC comment.   These notifications are available on the Customer Letter Notification Archive at  http://wholesale.qwestapps.com/cnla.
