Description:  The rate for Business services, as identified in the Board’s Final Decision in Docket RPU-00-1, will be determined by the zone in which the serving wire center of the Business service is located.  

The price for Qwest Business basic telephone service is changing effective April 11, 2002.  In response to a Federal Communication Commission (FCC) order and a federal ruling to more closely align the prices charged to competitors with the costs of providing those services, Qwest has changed its prices for wholesale services.  It is essential that Qwest also change its retail rates to align with wholesale rates.

To bring business rates in line with the cost of providing the service, business rates are being restructured throughout Iowa.  Some business rates are being increased and other business rates are being decreased.  This rate change will not increase revenues for Qwest.

Currently, Qwest prices are divided into three rate groups based on the number of main telephone lines that can be called in an area without a long distance charge.  Under the new rate structure, Qwest prices have been divided into three new rate zones based on the cost of providing service.
