Product Description

· Virtual Path Connections (VPC) – Collection of VCCs routed together as a unit for which your end-user has the ability to manage the speeds of the individual VCCs within the end-users designated bandwidth. VPCs are available DELETE on Constant Bit Rate (CBR) service ADD with all ATM class of service levels, at end-user -selected speed(s) depending on your end-user’s networking requirements.

· Variable Bit Rate real time-(VBRrt) - Variable Bit Rate supports a connection carrying information flowing at variable rates. It is available DELETE only with VCCs ADD or VPC’s. VBRrt is for applications requiring restraints on delay and delay variation.  Three traffic parameters describe the bandwidth characteristics.  VBR parameters are the Peak Cell Rate (PCR), the Sustained Cell Rate (SCR) and the Maximum Burst Size (MBS).  The end-user selects the bandwidth characteristics of a VBR PVC by choosing the appropriate SCR and MBS, and the PCR will then be set at two times the SCR for VBRrt.  The sum of all PVC ECRs may equal, but not exceed, the speed of the associated port.  VBRrt is not available on IMA and T1 ATM ports.

· Variable Bit Rate non real time (VBRnrt) - Available DELETE only with VCCs ADD or VPC’s, VBRNRT carries a variable rate of information (variable bit rate traffic). The PCR of a VBRnrt connection may equal but not exceed the speed of the associated port.  Maximum Burst Speed (MBS) is the maximum numbers of cells that can be sent at the Peak Cell Rate.   A end-user may send bursts of 100 or 200 cells over a VBR PVC up to the PCR. The average cell rate for that PVC must not exceed the chosen SCR.
