	Summary of Change:
On January 10, 2005, Qwest will post planned updates to its Wholesale Product Catalog that include new/revised documentation for Resale - Centrex Plus and Centron® –  V18.0 and Unbundled Network Elements – Platform (UNE-P) - Centrex – V35.0.  These will be posted to the Qwest Wholesale Document Review Site located at http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/review.html.
 
An existing process not previously documented is being added to these documents.  In both documents, the process for obtaining blocks of telephone numbers for Centrex Plus is being added to the Product Description under Terms and Conditions. 
 
Additionally, in the Unbundled Network Elements – Platform (UNE-P) - Centrex – V35.0 document, in the Implementation section under Ordering, information is being added to advise that the data contained in the LCC and CAT Code tables does not apply to Centrex products other than Centrex 21.
 
In the Resale - Centrex Plus and Centron® –  V18.0 document, a correction is being made in the Implementation section under Training.  Information regarding the IMA Classic course is being removed as this course is no longer being offered.
